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This week we have been focusing on attendance and had an external agency come to school to support our 
journey of improving everyone’s attendance. While he was here he was very impressed with Gosford Park 

and I thought it would be nice to share some of his comments with you…

‘Gosford Park Primary presents as a calm, purposeful and nurturing environment, where relationships 
between staff and pupils are a clear strength. Staff interactions are warm and respectful, and pupils 
demonstrate positive behaviours across classrooms and communal areas. Classrooms are calm and 

purposeful, with strong relationships supporting learning. ’

You will notice the dinner time discussion is based around attendance this week – I’d like you to think 
about all of the reasons attendance is so important, not just the academic reasons. 

While discussing our ambitious plans for attendance, we talked about the resilience it takes to come into 
school every day, even when you don’t feel your best. Often, we don’t feel great in the morning but getting 

up and out of the house can make us feel better!

Today we celebrated the Sky Blue’s promotion to the Premier League by wearing blue. In assembly we 
talked about the values Coventry City demonstrated to achieve this. They dreamt boldly with Ambition to 

believe they could get there and they required resilience to keep going. We also talked about how they 
needed to be curious – not about football, but about themselves. Asking how they could improve, what 

their strengths and areas for development were. This is something we can all learn from.
