History is taught in an engaging and purposeful way at Gosford Park Primary School, where
pupils learn by linking new knowledge and skills to those previously learned.

The order of historical units through Key Stage 1 and 2 has heen chosen based on pupils’
understanding, engagement and age-appropriate content. This means we are able to develop
our pupils are challenged to achieve the best outcomes.
